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Purpose:

The purpose of the PWHA Scholarship Program is to assist deserving families in meeting the financial requirements of participating on a Plano Wildcats high school hockey team when that family is unable to meet the full obligation due to financial hardship.

Availability of scholarships will be dependent on available PWHA funds and will be limited to a partial scholarship per family for a particular season.  Scholarships will not be available to those who are participating in a travel/select program. 

Scholarship funds may be specifically identified for this purpose from available budget with PWHA board approval and may be collected by fund raising for this purpose or through corporate or individual donations.  

Privacy and Confidentiality:
In order to determine the need and make scholarship funds available in the most equitable and fair manner, it is necessary to collect certain financial and personal information.  This is done on the application form itself, which is made available on the Board of Directors, and only for the purposes of evaluating scholarship availability.

Information collected is not emailed, is not shared outside the board, and is not discussed outside the Board.  It is the Board’s intention to keep the process as confidential and discreet as possible.
Procedure:

1. Families seeking scholarship assistance must submit an application form within one week of the last day of tryouts.
2. Applications should be delivered in a sealed envelope marked “PWHA Board – Attention President”.

3. All scholarship applications will be reviewed and acted upon prior to the first team meetings after tryouts.  Interviews or discussions may be required with the PWHA Board President.
4. Scholarship applications for which awards are made will be kept in the Secretary’s records for the duration of the season; all other scholarship applications which are not granted or funded will be destroyed.

5. If a scholarship is granted, its effect on the payment plan for that family will be determined by the Board.

6. The Board is not obligated to distribute scholarship funds equally, and is not obligated to apply all available scholarship funds in a given year

7. All decisions by the Board regarding scholarships are final and not subject to review.

8. In the event a hardship arises during the course of the season, a family may fill out an application form and submit it to the Board for consideration.
